With most add ‘S’ to make it plural

With girl add ‘S’ to make it girls.

With ‘CH’, ‘SH’, ‘S’ and ‘X’

At the end of the word, this is the step:

Add ‘ES’, boxes and hunches,

Wishes, ditches, guesses, lunches. 

If the noun ends with an ‘O’, 

To the preceding letter you should go.
With vowels ‘A’, ‘E’, ‘I’, ‘O’ and ‘U’,
Simply adding ‘S’ will always do:
Like stereos and videos, 

And radios and rodeos. 

 If the preceding letters not a vowel,
Both ‘E’ and ‘S’ you will need now:
More than one tomato is tomatoes.
More than one potato is potatoes.

If the noun ends with a ‘Y’,
On the preceding letter you’ll rely.
With vowels ‘A’,’E’,’I’,’O’ and ‘U’,
Simply adding ‘S’ will always do:
Monkeys, donkeys, days and toys 

Plays, keys, Mondays, ways and boys. 

If the preceding letters not a vowel,

Change ‘Y’ to ‘I’ and add ‘ES’ now: 

Party to parties, fly to flies

Lady to ladies, sky to skies.
If the noun ends with ‘US’,
Change ‘US’ to ‘I’ like syllabus

To syllabi, fungus, fungi,
And nucleus to nuclei,
And radius to radii,
Eight legged octopus to octopi.
