(5) Tone – The Author’s attitude about what she or he writes (5)

With a righteous tone, you’re morally just,
Not caustic or callous, and you wouldn’t even cuss,
You’ll treat them fair, and always with care,
And you never will bust the verbal fisticuffs.
With ambivalent tones, you feel both sides,
Two thoughts as one inside reside,
When kids go to college, to get a little knowledge,
You’re sad they’re gone but glad for their lives.
With contemptuous tones, you’re feeling disdain,
You’re looking down on them, and you want to cause pain

You’re not mournful, you’re feeling scornful,
And because you despise, you want to cause shame

With a humble tone, you’re feeling so meek,
Just do your part, no recognition you seek,
You take a stance against arrogance,
On the mountain of emotion, humility is peak.
And a scornful tone means with contempt,
On making them feel bad, your energy’s spent,
Feeling disdain so the insults reign,
Need to sweeten your tongue with a peppermint.
With an acerbic tone, you feel so bitter,
Acidic and biting, you are a hard hitter,
You despise, and we all realize,
Like your woman did you wrong, and now you want to get her.
With a docile tone, you’re easily led,
Like when I speak, every word that I said

Is in your mind, and you have the time

To peacefully sit and break some bread.
With a modest tone, you feel so shy,
You slip a big slice of that humble pie,
Never want to front, never going to stunt,
Just do your duty, and you don’t ask why.
When it’s personal, your tone is subjective,
Based on who they are, opposite of objective,
Knowing what they do, and what they’ve been through,
And using it to judge so it’s seldom protective.
A cautionary tone is meant to warn,
Like pre-natal care before a baby is born,
Don’t talk to strangers to avoid the danger,
Like a first alert call to announce the storm.
